DAY 1 - October 9th

DAY 2 - October 10th 

The morning and early afternoon of October 10th found us at Harpers Ferry, West Virginia 

where we walked in the footsteps of many historical figures including George Washington who 

worked as a surveyor in the area; Thomas Jefferson, who stopped at Harperôs Ferry on his way 

to the Continental Congress in Philadelphia; Meriwether Lewis, who acquired items needed for 

survival on the transcontinental expedition that he and William Clark planned to undertake; John 

Brown, who attempted to seize the 100,000 rifles and muskets stored in Harperôs Ferry as a first 

step in his revolutionary scheme to rid the nation of slavery; Gen. Robert E. Lee, ordered to 

Harperôs Ferry by President Buchanan, seized Brown and killed or captured nearly all of his raid-

ers; Lt. J.E.B. Stuart, Confederate cavalry leader who served as Leeôs aide throughout the fore-

going incident and tried unsuccessfully to negotiate a peaceful settlement with the raiders; Tho-

mas Jonathan ñStonewallò Jackson, who dismantled the weapons-producing machinery and 

shipped it south to produce arms for the Confederacy; President Abraham Lincoln, who re-

viewed the Union troops stationed on the surrounding heights and toured the fire engine house 

(John Brownôs Fort) on the old armory grounds; Gen. Philip H. Sheridan, who had been as-

signed the task of driving Confederate forces from the strategic Shenandoah Valley; Brig. Gen. 

George Armstrong Custer, who met with his wife in Harperôs Ferry in 1864 during a lull in the 

campaign; Frederick Douglas, a former slave who became a prominent journalist and orator, 

journeyed to Harperôs Ferry to deliver an important address on John Brown for the 145th anni-

versary of Storer College, established in 1867 to educate former slaves; and W.E.B. DuBois, a 

black educator, editor, and writer, who brought the Niagara Movement, a black civil rights or-

ganization he had helped establish, to Harperôs Ferry for its first public meeting.  In 1909, Du-

Bois and others helped form the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People. 

First Night potluck dinner 
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DAY 3ðOctober 11th  

Tuesday morning, October 11th at the Endless Caverns   Descending into the earth's tomb, we were guided by Faye, a Southern gal armed 

with interesting knowledge of the cavern.  We walked along a carpeted path in order to not slip on the wet floor.   

Each room we entered was named for it's familiar rock formations, such as the Boulder Room, Grand Canyon, and Yosemite, which was the 

driest room.  As we left each room, the lights were turned off to discourage algae growth.  Iron oxide gave the boulders a rust color and calcite 

formed from the water dripping down thru the crevices.  Some stalactites and stalagmites were only an inch from touching each other, but Faye 

told us that it would take a hundred years to grow that inch.  We saw several bats along the way.  We got to dip our hands in a vessel of cold 

mineral water.   It took three years to wire the electric through the nooks and crannies of the rock to show the beauty of each room.   

Our final room was the Cathedral Room which was adorned  with columns of rocks and highlighted with a light show.  I think that we were all 

in agreement that we enjoyed our experience as cave dwellers.   

Tuesday afternoon, October 11th at the New Market Battlefield Historical Park   A cloudy overcast day set the tone for our visit to the New 

Market Battlefield Historical Park and the Hall of Valor Civil War Museum .  The importance of the Battle of New Market on May 15th 

1864 on the Bushong Farm was the last Confederate Victory.  It was the quick decision of the Confederate General John Breckinridge to fill 

a gap in the firing line with 257 young cadets from the Virginia Military Institute (VMI) which reinforced the battle lines to charge against 

the Union soldiers.  Never before or since has an American cadet corps participated in a battle.  The Bushong home became a makeshift hospi-

tal for the soldiers of both armies. We heard this same story from our tour guide at the VMI.

The United States Armory and Arsenal, established in Harperôs Ferry in the 1790s transformed Harperôs Ferry from a wilderness into an in-

dustrial center.  Between 1799 and the outbreak of the Civil War in 1861, the armory produced over 600,000 muskets, rifles, and pistols, and 

employed, at times, over 400 workers.  Of particular note was that the interchangeable parts technology was developed and helped lead the 

change from craftsmen-based production to manufacture by machine. 

German and Irish laborers who helped to build the Baltimore & Ohio Railroad, the Winchester & Potomac Railroad, and the Chesapeake & 

Ohio Canal in the mid 1830s later settled in the area and diversified the local culture. 

Tourists to this quaint town enjoy the restaurants (many with outdoor seating) and shops along High Street.  A lovely day with lovely weather 

was enjoyed by all. 

At 2:00 p.m., the Penn Coachmen ralliers headed off to the Nascar RV Resort at Endless Caverns, in New Market, VA.

¶ Designed every aspect of Monticello.  He was known as an icon of architecture, and Monticello is a World Heritage site. 

Many questions were asked and answered by our guide who was very knowledgeable.
